Shapes

1. Scroll down to the shapes tool: Remember that because there is a small black arrow in
the corner, you can see more options by right clicking on the icon.

You'll see a tool bar at the top of the screen when you’re working with the Shapes feature.
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* In order for a shape to appear as a new layer, select the first box.

* Using the second box, you can draw shapes that will appear on the canvas. You can then
make a selection out of the shape you’ve drawn and color it, cut it, etc. (You made a
selection when working with the second method of extraction last week.)

* The third box allows you to create a shape the will become the color in the color palette
but that will not show as a new layer; this shape will not be alterable in the same way that
a layered shape is alterable.

* Use the pen tool to create new shapes. The pen tool works in conjunction with the first
and second boxes on this tool bar as well.

o Select the first box and the pen tool to create abstract shapes that appear as a
new layer.

o Select the second box to create shapes that can be selected (this is the same
feature you used to extraction).

If you have created a shape as a new layer, you can right click on the layer. Right click on the
shape a second time and choose “Blending options.” Here a new window will pop up with
several possibilities for how you can change the look of the shape you created.

Gradients

1. You can use gradients for several purposes. Gradients allow a fade effect in images,
text, and shapes. (The gradient icon and the paint can icon share the same space.)

2. The gradient tool works as a single line that you drag across the area where you want the
effect to take place.

3. If you would like the effect to take place in a specific place within a picture, select the
area with the Marquee tool and use the marquee as a guide for where the gradient will
begin and end.

4. You can set new gradient patterns by right clicking on the gradient key:

You'll be able to choose the colors you want inhabit your new gradient. -:

Once you’ve written down your text, you'll notice a new layer pops up in your layer

Select the text in the toolbar (not in the document), and right click. You'll notice that

“Blending options” is also a choice here. Selecting blending options will allow you to add
character to your text. If you've found a style that you really like, you can name it and
reuse it (especially useful if you're working with web design).

Some other tips and hints:

e Section off your canvas by using grid lines. Choose the arrow icon. When you
hold on the left click and pull inwards toward the canvas from the rulers on the
periphery of your image, a blue gridline will appear. To erase your gridlines
disappear, got under VIEW and scroll down to “Clear Guides” (this will erase your
guides permanently rather than hiding them).

To Create Buttons or Rollover Images for Dreamweaver Use

When you save your image as a .jpg or .png (or whatever format you choose), Photoshop
will only show the images that you have showing in your layers window. You can hide
layers by using the eye.
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To create rollover images, it's useful if you work in the same .psd
document, and save your images using the EYE feature. This will
ensure that all of the images you’re saving for rollovers are exactly
the same size.
