Creating Rollover Images

Rollover images are a great way to add alittle bit of animation ona page Rollover
images are often used for pictures and toolbars.

Make sure of thefollowing before youinsert yourrollover image

¥ Boththeorigind imageand therollove image need to be saved in your
imagefile.

¥ If youwould like therollover imageto bethe same size astheorigind,
you will need to changethe size of theimage before you begin.

¥ Nameyourfiles so they easy to recognize. For indance, if theorigind
picture istitled Qlogjpg,Oit would be best to title therollover
Qlogoll.jpgGso you know that you@e working with theright images.

To insert arollover, move your cursor to the place on your pagewhere you would like the
imageto appear. On your menu bar, goto INSERT, scroll to Omage Objects,Oand then
select QRollover Image OAfter you have selected QRollover Image, Othe following box
will come up:

Note: Do notinsert theorigind image onyour page first. Theorigind imagewill appear
onyour pageafter you select OK. Also, remember tha rollovers will work in preview,
butthey will look like they are notworkingin your pageasit appearsin DW. Preview or
upload the pageto seeif therollover isworking.



Linking Rollover Images

There aretwo waysto link Rollover images:
1. Choo apageusng the Browse button or paste a URL into the QWhen clicked,
Go to URL:Ospace in the Onsert Rollover ImageObox.
2. After youhave inserted therollover and you are working on your page, select
theorigind image Use oneof the previouslinking methodswe talked about
(udngthelinkicon;udgngthelink tool fromthe Propaties window).

NOTE: Do not use imagemappingto link your rollover image Image mapping will
cancel therollover effect.
